BASIC SETTINGS
CLOCK SETTINGS

(See Fig.1)

1. Press CLOCK button (5) until hour
characters start flashing.

2.Adjust hours by turning ROTATING

1. Press “P” PROGRAM BUTTON (1). Select DEFROSTING BY TIME function
by turning ROTATING KNOB (8) in either direction. Confirm selection of the function
by pressing “P” PROGRAM BUTTON (1) one more time.

2. Press DURATION BUTTON (2). Adjust required time of operation by turning
ROTATING KNOB (8) in either direction. Confirm your selection by pressing
DURATION BUTTON (2) one more time.

3. Press START BUTTON (4). Microwave oven will start working.

4.When microwave oven stops working and makes a beep sound, move or turn
the food over.

(Slow-Cooked/Stewed courses)

1.Put ingredients to be slow-cooked/
stewed (e.g. cabbage, chicken, etc.) into
some bowl, cover the bowl and place it
on the turntable in microwave oven.

2. Press “P” PROGRAM BUTTON (1).
Select “AUTO 2” function by turning
ROTATING KNOB (8) in either direction.
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Confirm selection of the function by
pressing “P” PROGRAM BUTTON (1) one
more time.

3. Press START BUTTON (4).
Microwave oven will start working
while the remaining time will be shown
on display.

4. When microwave oven makes a
beep sound and “TURN” word starts
flashing on DISPLAY (7), turn the
food. Close the door and press START
BUTTON (4) again.

Special Function: Auto 3
(Mashed potatoes)

(See Fig. 1)

1. Prepare mashed potatoes out of
1kg of raw potatoes. Put these mashed
potatoes into corresponding bowl (25-
26cm in diameter) and then place it on
the turntable in microwave oven.

2. Press “P” PROGRAM BUTTON (1).
Select ‘AUTO 3” function by turning
ROTATING KNOB (8) in either direction.
Confirm selection of the function by
pressing “P” PROGRAM BUTTON (1) one
more time.

3. Press START BUTTON (4).
Microwave oven will start working
while the remaining time will be shown
on display.

Memory Function
(See Fig. 1)

“MEM” function allows to save a
number of frequently used parameters
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in the
memory of your appliance. However, you
can use this option only with the basic
functions: Microwave oven, Grill and

Microwave + Grill.

Saving Parameters in Memory:

(See Fig. 1)

1. Press “P” PROGRAM BUTTON
(1). Select the required function
(e.g. MICROWAVE OVEN) by turning
ROTATING KNOB (8) in either direction.
Confirm selection of the function by
pressing “P” PROGRAM BUTTON (1) one
more time.

2. Adjust parameters
(duration and power level) as it is
described in “Basic Functions” section.

(See Fig. 1)

2. Press STOP/SAFETY BLOCK
BUTTON (6) until you hear a beep
sound.

WHEN THE MICROWAVE
OVEN IS WORKING...

You can terminate cooking process
at any time by pressing “Stop” button
once or by opening the door:

2 Irradiation of microwaves
immediately stops.

2 Grill switches off but is still very
hot. Burns hazard!

2 Timer stops and the remaining
time of operation is shown on display.

Optionally, you can do the following
at the moment:

1.Turn food over or stir it for smooth
cooking.

Suspension of Cooking Cycle

You can suspend cooking process at
any time by pressing “Stop” button one
time or by opening the door.

If you want to cancel cooking
process, then close the door over again
and press “Stop” button. Microwave
oven will let out a beep and the clock
will appear on display.

End of Cooking Cycle

After finishing cooking process three
beeps will sound, then “End” word will
appear on display.

Beeps will repeat every 30 seconds
until the door of the oven is opened or
“Stop” button is pressed.

BE USED?

Microwave Function

When using Microwave function, it is
important to remember that microwaves
are reflected from metal surfaces. Glass,
porcelain, ceramics, plastic and paper
let microwaves pass.

Consequently, metal pans and
kitchenware or containers with metal
parts or decorations cannot be used
with microwave oven.
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Glass and ceramic ware with metal
decorations or impurities (e.g. lead
glass) cannot be used with microwave
oven either.

Ideal materials to be used when
cooking with microwave oven are glass,
heat-resistant porcelain or earthenware
or heat-resistant plastic. Fine crystal-
ware and porcelain may be used for
a short period of time only (e.g. for
heating food).

Hot food shares its warmth with
the ware, which can become very hot.
Therefore, always use oven mitten!

How to test the ware, which you
want to use

Place your ware into the oven at the
maximum power level for 20 seconds.
If the ware is still cold or is moderately
warm, then it can be applied. However, if
it runs hot or cause electrical arc, then it
cannot be applied.

Grill Function

To start with Grill function the ware
must be resistant to temperatures of at
least 300°C.

Plastic ware is not good for cooking
in this mode of operation.
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Combined functions

To start with Microwave + Grill
function, make sure the ovenware is
suitable both for microwaves and grill.

Aluminium Containers and Foil

Convenience foods in aluminium

containers or aluminium foil can
be cooked in microwave oven if the
following instructions are observed:
2 Pay attention to Manufacturer’s
instructions printed out on the packing.
> Aluminium should
be not higher than 3cm and must

not contact internal chamber walls

containers

(minimum distance is 3cm). Aluminium
covers should be removed.

2 Place
directly over ceramic base. When using
a grill this container must be put on the
earthenware plate. Never put container

aluminium  container

directly on the grill!

9 Cooking time will be longer as
the microwaves enter food from above
only. If you have any doubts, use nothing
else but ovenware.

2 Aluminium foil can be used
for reflecting during
defrosting. Delicate foodstuff, such
as poultry or ground meat, may be

microwaves

protected from overheating by covering
their appropriate areas.

ENGLISH

2 Important: Aluminium foil must
not touch microwave walls as an
electric arc may occur.

Covers

We recommend using glass or plastic
covers or cling film due to the following
reasons:

1. They prevent from excessive
evaporation of liquids (especially during
continuous cooking);

2.Process of cooking becomes faster;

3.Food does not dry out;

4. Flavor of food keeps preserved.
Cover should have holes to avoid any
pressure. Plastic bags should also have
holes. Nursery bottles and jars and other
similar containers should be necessarily
heated up without lids and covers as
they can explode otherwise.

Do not clean the oven with
abrasive cleaning agents, steel wool
or sharp objects, which can scratch its
surfaces.
